the Horatio Parker Memorial Prize, the most prestigious prize
awarded by the Yale faculty. That year, he received the Master of Musical Arts degree, having
completed all class work for Yale’s Doctor of Musical Arts degree.

While at Yale, he also received the Robert Baker Prize, given to an incoming organ student
considered among the top two percent of the nation’s young organists, the Charles Ives Prize,
and the Yale School of Music Alumni Association Prize.

Among notable competitions which have brought Bradley to the attention of the music world:
first place in the undergraduate division of the William Hall Organ Competition in San Antonio
in 1994; national finalist in the organ division of the Music Teachers National Association
competition in 1995; first place in the American Guild of Organists Region VII Competition
for Young Organists in 1995; first place winner and recipient of the Audience Prize in the
Dallas International Organ Competition in 2003 (also won the Audience Prize in 2000);

and featured artist at three regional conventions of The American Guild of Organists in
2005. He made his European debut in 2005 at the Chartres Festival in France.

Welch currently serves as organist and artist-in-residence at Highland Park
United Methodist Church in Dallas.

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he pipe organ at Custer Road United Methodist Church is among the largest, most
complex instruments built by Schantz Organ Company in its 133-year history. The
¢V instrument is actually a double organ. The Chancel Organ comprises four manual and
¥ pedal divisions with 75 ranks of pipes. The Gallery Organ, located in the rear gallery,
contains two manual and pedal divisions with 17 ranks
of pipes. The entire organ is playable from the main
Chancel console. The two-manual Gallery console plays the
Gallery Organ and can also control the entire organ through the
use of “blind” general pistons copied from the front console.

The supporting structure of the instrument and much of the
mechanism (windchests) is made of poplar wood. The majority
of the metal pipe work is tin-lead alloy, but the larger pipes are

made of zinc, a stronger, yet lighter metal than tin
and lead.
